What differentiates digital currency from the
electronic currency that’s already in bank
accounts is that digital currency never takes
physical form.There are three main varieties
of  digital currency:  cryptocurrency,
stablecoins and central bank digital currency,
known as CBDCs. You can go to an ATM
right now and easily transform the electronic
record of your currency holdings into
physical dollars.

What is a Central Bank Digital Currency
(CBDC)?

A central bank digital currency is a digital
currency that is issued and overseen by a
country's central bank. More than 100
countries are exploring CBDCs at one level
or another, according to the IMF. But as of
2022, only a handful of countries and
territories have CBDC or have concrete plans
to issue them.

India’s E-Rupee Launch: -With the advent of
smartphones and rise of digital payment
systems, India has also rolled out its own
CBDC, Known as e-rupee. This e-rupee is in
the form of a digital token which represents
legal tender in India. The Reserve Bank of
India has launched its pilot in 2022 and thus
markeda new milestone for digital payments.

With transfers through CBDC, the funds would
be sent close to instantly and the other party
couldn’t cancel after.Another key advantage
of CBDC is that it could be deemed legal
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tender. That means all economic actors must
accept it for any legal purposes. You can pay
your taxes with it, and anyone who lends you
money is legally required to accept it for
repayment.
